• Ensure that normal operating procedures and emergency operating procedures are in  
place and known by all members. 

• Provide access to adequate first aid facilities, telephone and a qualified first aider at all  
times. 

• Report any injuries or accidents sustained during any club activity or whilst on the  
club premises and keep a record of all such incidents. 

• Ensure that the implementation of the policy is reviewed regularly and monitored for  
effectiveness.

• Take reasonable care for your own health and safety and that of others who may be  
affected by what you do or not do. 

• Cooperate with the club on health and safety issues, respect club rules and policies. 

• Correctly use all equipment provided by the club.
